Fourth Semester 

Each student will complete a dissertation with Internship/Placements in this semester and sit for a comprehensive examination at the end of the semester. The student must submit a dissertation proposal of at least 4 pages within the first two weeks of this semester. Detailed guidelines for writing the dissertation and research areas will be provided by the department at the beginning of 4th semester. On the basis of the project proposal, a faculty member will be appointed as academic supervisor to guide the student in completing the dissertation. The normal length of the dissertation is 8,000 to 10,000 words. The dissertation holds 8 credits while 4 credits is allocated for the comprehensive exam.
