Qualifying Examination
Written Test 
The written test will be comprised of the following three parts:

Language and Communication (25 Marks): There will be 25 MCQ questions in this section which will test the candidates’ knowledge and understanding of English grammar, syntax, analogies, synonym-anonym, sentence completion, reading comprehension, etc. This section closely follows the verbal section of GRE.  
Quantitative Aptitude (20 Marks): The Quantitative Aptitude part contains 20 MCQ questions to test candidates’ mathematical ability on arithmetic, algebra and geometry. The questions are mostly based on quantitative section of GMAT. 
Writing Skill (45 Marks): Writing and analytical ability will be assessed in this section, which includes 
· Translation, 
· Précis writing, 
· Essay writing on a contemporary development topic, and

· Data table/ chart analysis.
Duration

The duration of the written test will be 1 hour and 45 minutes of which 45 minutes will be for MCQ Part (Language and Communication and Quantitative Aptitude) and 1 hour for Writing Skill Part.
Other Important Features

1. 25 percent marks will be deducted for each incorrect answer for MCQ. Each Unanswered Question will earn ‘0’ Marks.
2. Candidates will not be considered to be eligible for admission if he/she does not obtain Minimum Qualifying Marks in each of the three parts of the test.
Viva Voce 

This will test the candidates speaking ability as well as experience at professional levels.
